“We are progressing both TNG908 and TNG462 into dose expansion in order to accelerate our clinical development. We look forward to sharing a comprehensive clinical data update on our PRMT5 program in the second half of this year,” said Barbara Weber, M.D., President and Chief Executve Ofcer of Tango Therapeutcs. “We contnue to make substantal progress across our other programs as enrollment and dose escalaton are contnuing in the phase 1/2 clinical trials of TNG260 and TNG348. Finally, we welcomed the newest member of our leadership team, Julie Carretero, as Chief Human Resources Ofcer. She will play an instrumental role in growing the company while maintaining our culture at a pivotal tme for the company."

Pipeline Update

TNG908, a blood-brain barrier penetrant, MTA-cooperatve PRMT5 inhibitor

· Expansion cohorts have been opened in MTAP-deleted solid tumors in glioblastoma (GBM), non-small cell lung and pancreatc cancers at 600 mg BID in the TNG908 phase 1/2 clinical trial.

· MTAP deletons occur in approximately 10%-15% of all human cancers, including 40% of GBM.

Financial Results

As of March 31, 2024, the Company held $343.6 million in cash, cash equivalents and marketable securites, which the Company expects to be sufcient to fund operatons into late 2026.

Collaboraton revenue was $6.5 million for the three months ended March 31, 2024, compared to $5.8 million for the same period in 2023. Research costs incurred under the collaboraton were similar during each of the three-month periods presented which resulted in similar collaboraton revenue amounts recognized.

Research and development expenses were $38.1 million for the three months ended March 31, 2024, compared to $28.0 million for the same period in 2023. The change is due to increased spend relatng to the advancement of our clinical programs and personnel-related costs to support our research and development actvites.

General and administratve expenses were $10.7 million for the three months ended March 31, 2024, compared to $8.0 million for the same period in 2023. The change was primarily due to increases in personnel-related costs.

Net loss for the three months ended March 31, 2024 was $37.9 million, or $0.35 per share, compared to a net loss of $28.0 million, or $0.32 per share, in the same period in 2023.
